A To put it simply, differentiated instruction is an
approach to teaching and learning for students of
differing abllities in the same class.

A Itis the idea that every student can learn and that it i
our jobs as educators to educate them.

Misconceptions Related to
Differentiated Instruction

A Differentiated instruction is not simply assigning the
same assignments to all the students with varying
degrees of difficulty or grading some students more
harshly than other students.

A It Is not allowing those who finish early to play games
or to assign advanced learners more work.

A It Is not allowing students to choose which book to
read or which task to do.

A Differentiation Is a concerted effort to meet

students where they are and move them forward.
